The Zoning Hearing Board, Zoning Hearing Board Solicitor Neil Albert, and Zoning Officer David Bednar were in person in the Public Meeting Room at Manheim Township Municipal Building. 
Mr. Wood called the regular meeting to order and requested a roll call. The Zoning Hearing Board members were in attendance in person at the Manheim Township Municipal Building. Mr. Wood stated that there is a quorum. 
Mr. Wood explained the sunshine act regarding the Zoning Hearing Board public meeting.

Eric Johnston, Richard Albright and Elizabeth Albright were sworn in for testimony. 
Eric Johnston presented the case requesting relief of the Floodplain Ordinance as part of the property subdivision. Mr. Johnston presented the FEMA identified floodplain per their mapping with an effective date of April 2016. Mr. Johnston explained the information on the proposed plan and the FEMA Floodplain map. Mr. Johnston stated that with the FEMA information, there should not be a need to complete a study and gain more information.
Mr. Johnston stated that all building and grading will not occur in the floodplain. Mr. Johnston presented a recommendation from the Planning Commission. Mr. Strausser presented questioning about the information that was gathered. Mr. Johnston did not have further information.
Mr. Wood asked additional questions about what will be constructed and located on the property. Mr. Wood clarified that the request is being made due to the understanding that the FEMA study is considered pretty accurate and additional study will not find much change from the current information.
Discussion was made about further plans for the property and it was discussed that this approval is only for the current plan and if any other subsequent plans presented for the property, the floodplain study requirement would be in effect. 

Mr. Beyer made a motion to approve a variance from Section 301.2 of the Floodplain Ordinance. Mr. Strausser seconded the motion. The motion was approved 4-0.

Mr. Bradley presented an additional packet of information. Mr. Bradley explained the original plan for the project was to grade the area behind the wall to make it easier for the mowers to mow. Mr. Bradley noted that the contractor that he hired got the permit and built it. Mr. Bradley noted that the wall did not block any sight lines or was located in a place where it had a negative impact. 
Mr. Bradley explained the exhibits that he presented to the board. Mr. Bradley presented the current heights of the different parts of the wall and fence. A letter from a neighbor was referenced in support of the variance. Mr. Bradley made justification that the wall is a retaining wall and at the top of that is the fence and posts.
Mr. Beyer made a motion to approve a variance from Section 2108.1 to allow a constructed wall to remain without modification. Mr. Gaissert seconded the motion. The motion was approved 4-0.
