The Zoning Hearing Board, Zoning Hearing Board Solicitor Neil Albert, Zoning Officer Lisa Douglas and Zoning Officer David Bednar were in person in the Public Meeting Room at Manheim Township Municipal Building. 
Mr. Wood called the regular meeting to order and requested a roll call. The Zoning Hearing Board members were in attendance in person at the Manheim Township Municipal Building. Mr. Wood stated that there is a quorum. 
Mr. Wood explained the sunshine act regarding the Zoning Hearing Board public meeting.
This meeting was stenographically recorded.

Mr. Wood explained the process of the Zoning Hearing Board meeting and announced the agenda.

Matthew Crème, Counsel presented the case for RNJ Washes. Mr. Crème noted that the original approval was dated December 24th, 2021 and the case being presented is the same as the one originally approved on 12/24/2023. Mr. Crème noted that the previous conditions agreed upon with the neighboring property owner are still agreed upon and has not changed.

Tom Matteson was sworn in for testimony. Mr. Matteson provided an update on the LD review currently taking place at the township. Mr. Matteson explained that the only change to the plans since previously presented to the board was that a driveway connection to a neighboring property has been removed. Mr. Wood questioned if anything changed with the community concerns about the vacuum system noise and Mr. Matteson noted that the plan has not changed. Mr. Matteson explained the new access agreement to Roseville Road for the existing properties and that it has been updated and clearly delineated on the new plans. Mr. Crème explained that they also provided access rights for the residential property taking access from the access lane out to Roseville Road.
Mr. Crème noted they are still waiting on the PennDOT approval. Mr. Wood took a brief recess with Lisa Douglas of MT. 

Mr. Strausser made a motion to approve a Special Exception in accordance with 1203.7. to operate a Motor Vehicle Washing facility. 

A Variance of Section 2410.3.A. Appendix A. Design Standards 14.3. to provide a proposed sidewalk along Oregon Pike at a width of less than the 10-foot requirement. 

A Variance of Section 2410.3.A. Appendix A. Design Standards 16.3, 16.4, 16.5, and 16.6. to allow development of the Premises without providing a street wall, fence, or hedge along the Oregon Pike frontage. 

A Variance of Section 2005.5 to permit parking to the rear of the building adjacent to a residential zoning district. 

A Variance of Section 2507.2. to allow the vacuum and mat washing functions to be located on the exterior of the building.
Mr. Beyer seconded the motion. The motion was approved 5-0.

Christopher Laboy, Molly Ramos and Frances Laboy were sworn in for testimony. 
Mr. Laboy presented the case his mother is moving in and they would like to provide a full kitchen for her in her own space in the house. Mr. Wood noted that the board does not have issue with the accessory dwelling units for aging relatives and that the township requires the special exception. Mr. Wood made note of the restoration plan and the extra parking space that the property provides. 
Ms. Laboy noted she recently had surgery and is recovering at the residence and intends to stay there and live there in the portion of the home outlined in the Accessory Dwelling Unit. 

Mr. Beyer made a motion to approve a Special Exception to permit an Accessory Dwelling Unit in the existing dwelling for 1 relative in accordance with Section 2515 Accessory Dwelling Units. Mr. Gaissert seconded the motion. The motion was approved 5-0.
